Ovid and Barbara Randall and Jeff and Kate Gepbadged a complaint
with the board concerning their neighbor Joe Ruthesed the sewage that is running
from his property into the lake and the odor. Rughven property is still not connected
to Varick Sewer District No. 2 but they did subiait application for connection.

The board reviewed the letter that was sent to loemers within the district which
stated that they were to be connected within o geno later than December 2005. It
was unclear if this was part of the ordinance dmlikl be researched.
