The regular meeting of the Varick Town Board walledato order at 6:00 p.m. by

Supervisor Robert Hayssen and was held at the K&iie House due to the public
hearing on the Varick Zoning Code to begin at 730. Present at this meeting were
Council Members Kathy Russo, Richard Peterson, Je&ali, and Peter McDonald,

Town Clerk, Donna Karlsen, and Town Attorney, JoBipos. Also present were
Supervisor Cindy Lorrenzetti and Councilman Jefbdir from the Town of Fayette,

Supervisor Dave Kaiser from the Town of Romuluj&ut Attorney Steve Ricci for

Varick Water District No. 3, Dave Stonesifer, Edddiaguire, Barry Sommerville and

Jim Sommerville.

Varick Water District No. 3: Mr. Ricci reported that the opening of sealed psai®

for the furnishing of material and labor necesgargonstruct the improvement in Water
District No. 3 was held March 25, 2010Syracuse Constructors, Inc. was determined to
be low bidder. Mr. Ricci reported that their bidros were filed in conformity with the
Town Law and stated that he researched Syracussetr@Qotors work experience and
found it to be satisfactory and recommended to Ioard they award Syracuse
Constructors, Inc. the bid which would be contirtggpon approval by USDA-Rural
Development and NYS Office of Community renewal.

WHEREAS, such order was duly published and posted in theneraand within the
time prescribed by Section 209-d of the Town Lawl @noof of such publication and
posting has been duly presented to said Town Baaudl;

WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held at the time ptate set forth in said
order, as aforesaid, at which time all personsrahgsio be heard were duly hears; and

WHEREAS, following said public hearing and based upon thelence given thereat,
said Town Board duly adopted a resolution detemmginin the affirmative all of the
guestions set forth in subdivision 1 of Section-206f the Town Law and resolution
approving the establishment of said Water Dist¥iot 3; and

WHEREAS, such resolution establishing the District was addsubject to permissive
referendum and the period of time during which #tipa could be filed requesting a

WHREEAS, an application of approval to establish Water fiistNo. 3 to the Office of

Whereas, THE Town Board of the Town of Varick, New York part of a $3,172,400
joint project with the Town of Fayette, by publiotite duly published according to law,
has invited sealed proposals for the furnishingnadterial and labor necessary to
construct the improvement in Water District NOaBq

WHEREAS, all such proposals received were considered gyldicl DiPronio Drive,
Waterloo, New York, on the 25the day of March 20dt02:00 o’clock P.M., the time and
place specified in the public notice, and

WHEREAS, said Town Board has determined tiSgtacuse Constructors, Inc. is the

lowest responsible formal bidder whose bid bondewfded in conformity with Town
Law Section 197 and said public notice, for corgttom of said improvement is
accordance with the plans and specifications tbeeef

THEREFORE, NOW BE IT RESOLVED, that the said proposal o$yracuse
Constructors, Inc. be the same hereby is accepted contingent upomagdpsy USDA-
Rural Development and NYS Office of Community Reagwand be it;

FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Town Board enter into a contract withlsgyracuse
Constructors, Inc. and in accordance with the plans and specificatidor said
improvement, said contract to be approved by StegheRicci, Esq., on behalf of the
Town of Varick and to provide for the furnishing ¢ie further security for the
performance of said contract specified in the afaiek public notice.



DISCUSSION: Jeff Trout asked for clarification percentage of costs to be divided
between the two towns and how remaining fundingnyf, would be dispersed, once the
initial work was completed. It was determined ttias would need to be explained by
Municipal Solutions and Stuart Brown Associatesfiaancial advisors. A discussion
was also held regarding the costs of operationnaatitenance and purchase of water to
be equal between the two towns.

Town of Fayette Supervisor Cindy Lorenzetti cladfiand it was agreed that Richard
Peterson will also be a point of contact regardimsg project.

Varick Water District No. 1: Supervisor Kaiser indicated that in his opiniba turrent
administrative agreement between the Town of Rosnahd Town of Varick cannot be
terminated without the consent of both towns. Bipos pointed out that the agreement
that Romulus shows as being in effect is not tmeesagreement which was approved by
the Varick Town Board. Mr. Sipos also noted thatlge result of information obtained
from the Town of Romulus, The Town of Romulus faite perform the fiduciary duties
assigned to them through this agreement resuhirgglreach of agreement. As the result
of this breach of agreement, the Town of Varickt sefetter of termination to the Town
of Romulus in July 2009. As the result of thigdetthere currently is no agreement in
effect between the two towns as of this date.

Mr. Hayssen reported that the Varick Board had psed to Romulus to have them read
the meters, send the bills, collect the payments deposit funds received from this
billing into a Town of Varick account. The TownRbmulus board was not interested in
performing this service. He also has asked therfoflRomulus to provide a unit break
down for the Romulus School district and has yetetteive an explanation as to how
they have come up with their numbers. Mr. Hayssgporessed to Supervisor Kaiser
again his concern over bills that were incorrectiharged to this district and would like



these charges rectified. Mr. Hayssen reportedahetter was sent to the Town of Varick
customers on March 29, 2010 advising them thafthen of Romulus will no longer be

sending bills or collecting payments for customershe Hamlet of Romulus, Town of

Varick’s Water District No. 1 and Sewer District Nb and directed Mr. Kaiser not to
send any further billing out for this district, whi Mr. Kaiser stated they would not.

Mr. Kaiser would like to see the water rates thmesan both towns and clarified that
Steve Getman is the Town of Romulus’ attorney. dié® expressed concern that the
Town of Varick would not pay incurred bills if tmoney wasn't deposited in a Romulus
account, which Mr. Hayssen refuted using over yhyears of past experience with the
Town of Varick. Mr. Kaiser submitted the followirggatement in written form:

The Town of Romulus has administered these bilts sant statement to the Town of
Varick on a regular basis.

The Town Supervisor of Varick is the Chief Fiscdfi€er of the Town and responsible
for the review and audit of the town’s obligations.

The Town of Varick Supervisor never questioned ¢hgast statements. Furthermore, the
Town of Varick has annually passed a budget thaviged for contractual payment to
the town.

The Town of Romulus has done its best under my @idtration to work with Varick to
share services for the benefit of the taxpayers.

If Mr. Hayssen thinks the bills were inaccuratentihe owes his taxpayers an explanation
why he, as Chief Fiscal Officer, didn't questiohede charges earlier.

With that being said, the Town Board of Romulus &slsed me to reiterate our offer to
move forward with Varick and resolve these issumsthe best of both towns. We
remain open to honest negotiation with Varick.

Mr. McDonald will work with Mr. Kaiser to schedule joint meeting with both town
boards to be held at the Varick Town hall and seagenda.

Mr. Hayssen reported that Frank Fisher from Se@maty has indicated that the county
will not do the reading of the meters or billingtiive resolve the issue of the agreement
between the Town of Romulus and a billing issuer @eneca County Sewer District No.

1. He reported that Bill Kolbeck was willing to meally read the meters and the Town
of Seneca Falls has the same type of meter readded to electronically read them.
